The NEMIC Accelerator Program is funded through the Rhode
Island Department of Labor & Training.  Eligibility is limited to the
following:

Participants will receive up to $20,000 to engage in key activities
and move their startups closer to being investable. During this
program, participants are required to take specified NEMIC
education sessions, set and accomplish project milestones, and
meet external stakeholders to validate your business. 5-10
qualified participants will develop, solidify their business model,
and test their solutions, checking in bi-weekly with mentors.

NEMIC has advised and mentored 170+ startups to date. Total
funds of $8,500,000+ were raised by NEMIC fellow startups.
$930,000 total grants were awarded to NEMIC to support
programming and pre-seed investments to NEMIC Fellow
startups. 800+ office advisory hours were delivered over the
course of 3 Med Tech Leadership Programs.
